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The most common causes of upper gastrointestinal bleeding __are peptic
ulcers and esophagogastric varices. Less common causes of upper
gastrointestinal  bleeding are  Mallory-Weiss  tearsmalignant
disease ,erosive disease ,and vascular abnormalities.+
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
